FDC’s allocation of IP addresses/numbers is limited by the policies, as they exist from time to time, of the American Registry for Internet Numbers (“ARIN”), including policies providing that the use of IP addresses or numbers for IP-based virtual hosts are not acceptable as justification for new IP addresses or numbers. Pursuant to ARIN’s policies, as they exist from time to time, Subscriber must use name-based hosting whenever possible.
